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	Yod (‏י‎) and Shin (‏שׁ‎), Sin (‏שׂ‎)
Remember Jesus speaking of the “jot and tittle”?  In Hebrew that was known and the Yod and Shin (or Sin). The Yod was the smallest letter in the Hebrew alphabet. The small points written over the letters were called Shin (or Sin). To miss the smallest mark could change the meaning of the text. This was true in Hebrew and is also true in Mesem. As I write, Neil is at the library doing the meticulous work of going over every aspect of the spelling, grammar, punctuation, cross-references and notes of the Mesem New Testament. I have a new appreciation for the expression “every jot and tittle”. To be ever more honest, I’m thankful the program crashed my computer so I’m not doing it with him! 
This “jot and tittle” process is good news because by God’s grace we can rejoice that through your prayers and sacrifice the Mesem are daily closer to having a completed New Testament. The “battle for the Bible” continues in many small ways with various delays that require our immediate attention and divert time from this work, so we continue to ask you to pray with us for God’s protection to bring these scriptures to completion.  Lord willing, the last week of July and the first week of August 2012, will be spent celebrating God’s grace, as we distribute the New Testament to the Mesem people. We can truly say, “All Glory to God”. 
Are you home for good? 
The answer is…no, we’re home for typesetting. We will return to Papua New Guinea next summer to distribute the scripture. Between now and then we will be bringing to completion not only the New Testament but also Old Testament stories for children.  After we return from PNG next year, we will begin our furlough cycle, and we will tell you more of where we believe the Lord is leading us as that time draws closer!
Tony, on the other hand, is home for college. For him, the US is not quite “home”, so this is a time of transition to a place he considers ridiculously cold. He is a freshman at MassBay Community College in Wellesley, and looking to the Lord for his next steps. 

Living out of 2/3 of the suitcases
We all know the expression living out of a suitcase. That was made 1/3 easier on us by the loss of Neil’s luggage which is probably circling the globe again or propping up a desk. (We now know where “unclaimed baggage” really comes from).  We had a few setbacks that prevented us from getting a place of our own till we could sort through insurance issues, and have been living with my parents in Framingham since we got back. We will finally be able to settle into our own place as of October 15, which will give us a chance to be organized, and have office space in which to work while the first half of the New Testament goes to the typesetter. It’s been a very long time since we’ve lived on our own, or without a large number of house guests, so we’re very thankful for the opportunity to have a place in which to work and regroup a bit after our “action packed” finish in PNG. While it might seem a small thing, it’s a huge praise item to us.  We’ll put the new address down at the bottom of this letter and update the website with more info as we get it.
